QUICK FACTS
Ban Policy
· Mine Ban Treaty: 155 States Parties, 2 signatories, 38 states not party.
· 4 countries joined the treaty since the last report: Kuwait and Iraq acceded to the treaty, while Indonesia ratified the treaty after signing in December 1997, and Montenegro succeeded after declaring its independence from Serbia.
· No allegations of States Parties or signatories using antipersonnel mines.
· 2 states not party continued to use antipersonnel mines: Myanmar/Burma and Russia.

· Non-state armed groups in 8 countries used antipersonnel mines or improvised explosive devices: Afghanistan, Colombia, India, Iraq, Lebanon, Myanmar/Burma, Pakistan and Russia.
· 13 countries produce landmines: China, Cuba, India, Iran, Myanmar/Burma, Nepal, North Korea, Pakistan, Russia, Singapore, South Korea, United States and Vietnam.  
· 6 States Parties completed stockpile destruction: Angola, Cape Verde, Cyprus, Latvia, Montenegro and Serbia.
· States not party stockpile over 160 million antipersonnel mines including: China (est. 110 million), Russia (26.5 million), US (10.4 million), Pakistan (est. 6 million), and India (est. 4-5 million).
Mine Action

· 140km2 of mined areas and over 310 km2 of battle areas cleared in 2006.
· At least 99 countries and 8 areas not internationally recognized as independent states are affected by mined and/or battle areas.
· Over 217,000 antipersonnel landmines, 18,000 antivehicle mines and more than 2.15 million explosive remnants of war were destroyed.

· 14 of 29 States Parties with mine clearance deadlines in 2009 or 2010 appear not to be on course to meet them: Bosnia and Herzegovina, Cambodia, Chad, Croatia, Mozambique, Niger, Peru, Senegal, Tajikistan, Thailand, the United Kingdom (Falklands), Venezuela, Yemen and Zimbabwe.
· Mine risk education programs recorded in 63 countries and 8 areas, reaching 7.3 million people. No mine risk education recorded in 36 countries and 1 area affected by mines or ERW.  
Landmine Casualties and Victim Assistance
· In 2006, 5,751 casualties were reported in 68 countries and areas, 16% less than 2005; three-quarters were civilians and 34% of civilian casualties were children. Many casualties go unreported.
· Approximately 473,000 mine survivors in the world as of August 2007.
· Data collection is inadequate or non-existent in 64 of 68 countries with recorded casualties.
· Only 11 of 24 countries with significant numbers of survivors have made significant progress towards their 2004-2009 objectives for improving survivor assistance by the end of 2006.
Mine Action Funding
· International mine action funding totaled US$475 million in 2006. This is the highest funding total ever recorded by Landmine Monitor, although much of it was due to emergency funding for coordination and clearance in Lebanon following the July-August 2006 conflict.
· Top four donors: United States ($94.5 million), European Commission ($87.3 million), Norway ($34.9 million), Canada ($28.9 million).
· Countries that received the most mine action funding in 2006: Afghanistan ($87.5 million), Lebanon ($68.8 million), Angola ($48.1 million), Iraq ($35.3 million), Cambodia ($29.6 million) and Sudan ($28.9 million).
